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The relationship of personal characteristics and resilience of future teachers

One of the important characteristics of the personality of the teacher, allowing him to cope with stress, is
viability. The viability of teachers has an influence on the success of pedagogical activity and on the learning
process of schoolchildren. The purpose of empirical research is to identify the relationship between personal
characteristics and viability of future teachers. 115 students of the extramural department studying pedagogical
specialties took part in the research. The average age of the probationers was 40 years. The following methods were
used: C. Muddy's vitality test, adapted by D.A. Leontiev; 16-factor personal questionnaire Cattell. Correlation
analysis showed that vitality is positively correlated with sociability, expressiveness, dominance, radicalism, energy,
high self-conceit, extraversion, and negatively with anxiety, conformity. The results of the research can be used for
better understanding of the phenomenon of the viability of future teachers, as well as for modeling the development
programs of their viability.
